Welcome to our FREE DIY Fix Guide for the Xbox 360 Red Ring of Death.

There are a couple of common yet essential tools that you will need to gather. 

1) A flat head or regular screwdriver no more than ¼ inch in width. 

2) A torx screw driver, or bit, size XX

3)  A small package of thermal paste. 
That’s it! Seriously. Once you have all the required materials it is time to start the process. 

First I recommend viewing this video on how to open the Xbox 360, very easy to follow. You are basically going to take out the hard drive then take that regular/flat head screwdriver and release these tabs on the back side of the Xbox 360. Once those are released you are going to release the tabs on the left and right side of the Xbox 360 (where the hard drive lives).. see attached photo.

Once you have the outer plastic body of the Xbox 360 open you are going to have to open the internal metal body of the console. Please view the following video to see how to do this. You are basically going to use your torx screw driver to open the case. Very simple.

Once you have the internal case open you can see the inside of your Xbox 360. See the coils that look like a small radiator? That’s the heat sink. It radiates the heat away from the GPU and is supposed to dissipate the heat. IE. A heat sink.
The next step is the hardest, you have to remove the heat sink from the Xbox 360.

Once the heat sink is removed you will see a white or grey paste on top of the GPU. You must scrape this off with a razor. Once removed, take a small amount of your new thermal paste and completely cover the GPU with a LIGHT coating. Re-seat the heat sink. Put  the unit back together and you are on your way! It’s that easy.
